· “Safety checks” for those aging in place Occupational Therapy helps people stay in their homes by enhancing safety

· Neighborhood clean-ups                                     A clean environment helps promote activities in the community that people want and need to do
· Playground repairs                                              A safe playground helps promote a child’s play 
· Sustainability through recycling, creating gardens, & starting composting        Sustainability activities help promote activities in the community that people want and need to do

· Donating blood

· Fundraising walks

· Companionship to a person with Alzheimer’s disease, cancer, MS, HIV/AIDS, Parkinson’s, and other conditions that limit community participation
